Goals
for daily reading minutes based on grade level can be used.

January Soth - February 3'd: Students will collect money from their per-minute or flat
rate pledges listed on their pledge sheet and return the money they raised to the
school. Allfunds are due by Friday, February 3'd, with checks made payable to
Brightwood SchoolPTA.

To encourage all students to participate in the Read-a-Thon fundraiser, prizes will be awarded to the
following:
